MENTORSHIP

The fellowship program provides students with a supportive community, a yearly

academic scholarship, and professional development. Fellows work with the program

manager who coordinates resources and helps them navigate challenges during the

journey. Fellows attend in-person cohort sessions to stay connected to their peers

and participate in professional development opportunities.

The mentorship program connects fellows with professionals in the field who can

share their experiences and support them. The mentorship aims to enhance college

success, encourage personal and professional development, and promote career

advancement by pairing fellows with employees at one of the participating state

agencies.

Fellows will learn more about environmental and natural resources career paths

through paid full-time internship experiences with the MN DNR, MPCA, and BSWR.

The program includes a first-year summer rotational at each of the three agencies

and a second and third-year summer internship at one agency.
